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NOTE FOR PUBLIC & STAKEHOLDER CONSULTATION

Subject: Proposal for Repeal of the Explosives Act, 1884(4 of 1884) and
introduction of the Explosives Bill, 2025 for enactment of the Act-reg.

With reference to the subject cited above, kind attention is invited towards the
fact that the Explosives Act, 1884 was enacted to regulate the manufacture, possession,
use, sale, transport, import and export of explosives for commercial purposes and to
orevent aceidents (explosion) dus to explosives in the territory of India.

2. The subject “explosives” is enumerated in the Union list of the Seventh Schedule
to the Constitution and administration of the Explosives Act, 1884 is within the control of
Unian of India through its various statutory bodies.

3, The Explosives Act, 1884 is a pre-constitutional Act and it was comprehensively
modified in the year, 1978. Many large and small companies began to manufacture high
explosives after independence. It is observed that the Explosives Act, 1884, which is
based on the old British pattern and is not adequately meeting the country's growing
requirements and development in the explosive sector thereby resulted in difficulties for
the industry. With a view to remove shortcomings in the Explosives Act, 1884 and to
obviate the difficulties experienced by the industry, the Explosives Act, 1884 was
comprehensively amended in the year, 1978 by the Explosives (Amendment) Act, 1978
(32 ot 1978).

4, During examination of all the pre-constitutional Acts from the purview of their
suitability and relevance in the present circumstances and suggested to take remedial
actions for their repeal or re-enactment or consolidation of two or more central acts into
single enactmant regulating identical matters for re-enactment or repeal, as the cass
may be. It is proposed to repeal the Explosives Act, 1884 and re-enact a new law with
necessary modifications including in the penal provisions thereof, to bring it in conformity
with the current scenario or circumstances.

5. Salient features of the amendments made in the Explosives Act, 1884 by the
Explosives Bill, 2025 are enumerated as under: -

I. Object, purpose and enacting formula modified;

Il. Clause 1 - Short title and commencement clauses modified.

1Il. Clause 2 — Seven new definitions viz. chief controller, competent person,
controller, licensing authority, notification, operator and third-party inspection
agency are propossd to be inserted and seven existing definitions viz. "aircraft”,
“carriage”; "district magistrate”, "explosive”, "export’; “import” and “master” have
been slightly modified.




V. In Clause 4, Clause 10, Clause 13, Clause 14 & Clause 19 -~ the reference to the
provisions of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 and the Indian Penal Code,
1860 have been subslituted with the provisions of the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha
Sanhita, 2023 and the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023, where ever they occur.

V. The provisions of existing section 5 shifted to clause 26 and the provisions of
section S5A being the transitional provisions are no longer required and hence not
incorporated in the proposed Bill.

VI. The provisions of existing section 6, being of the elementary and prime nature,
have been shifted to clause 3 of the Bill and a new sub-clause {2) is inserted in
said clause 3 with a view to empower the Central Government to prescribe by
rufes a competent authorily to grant, suspend or revoke a licence granted under
the enactment.

VIl. Sections BA to Section 7 of the existing Act are renumbered as clause 4 {o clause
10 of the proposed Bill.

VIll. In Clause 11- New provisions relating to the third-party inspection agency and
competent person have been added to the proposal with a view to authorise them
for conducting inspection, tests, certification, safety audit and any other function
which the Central Government may prescribe by rules in future.

IX. Sections 8 to Section 9A of the existing Act are renumbered as clausei2 to clause
14 in the proposed Bill.

X. The provisions of section 6B of the existing Act have been shifted to clause 5 of
the proposed Bill and in the said clause 5, three new sub-clauses (1), (4) and (5)
relating to the procedure of making an application for grant of licence and
conditions for grant of licence, have been inserted.

Xl. The provisions of existing section 9B relating {o punishment for certain
contraventions shifted to clause 15 and the fine thereunder is proposed to be
increased. There is no proposal to increase the imprisonment. The punishment for
contraventions by the third-party inspection agency, authorised competent person
and their employees have been added by sub-clause (4) to said clause 15.

Xll. The provisions relating to sections 10 to section 17A of the existing Act are
renumbered as clause 17 to clause 25 in the proposed Bili.

Xill. The provisions relating to section 18 of the existing Act shifted to clause 26 and
clause 27 of the proposed Bill.

XiV. Clause 28 relating to removal of difficulty, which may arise in giving effect to the
provisions of the enactment, and clause 29, for repeal of the existing Act and for
saving certain actions taken in pursuance to provisions of existing Act, have been
added to the Bill.

6. In view of the above, comments/suggestions from the General public, Industry
associations and other persons and entities concerned likely to be affected, is hereby
invited on the above mentioned proposed enactment. It is requested that
